DALLAS, TX, November 15, 2007 – Reel FX Entertainment today announced completion of its unique title work on Walden Media and 20th Century Fox’s family fantasy Mr. Magorium’s Wonder Emporium. The film, written and directed by Zach Helm (Stranger Than Fiction) and starring Natalie Portman, Dustin Hoffman and Jason Bateman tells the extraordinary tale of the world’s most miraculous toy store and its mysterious owner. It is scheduled for release nationwide November 16, 2007. 

Reel FX, known throughout the industry for its combination of talented artists and preeminent technology, recently launched a new title design division.  With a strong presence in the industry for visual effects and animation work, the decision to expand their creative work to title design was a natural evolution of their creative offerings. The studio was chosen for the motion graphic title work of Mr.Magorium’s Wonder Emporium, including opening and closing titles as well as “chapter headers” which appear throughout the film, specifically designed for Magorium’s story. The next title project for Reel FX is the opening title design for the new bitter-sweet comedy from the producer of Napoleon Dynamite, American Fork, releasing in early 2008.

The Reel FX team, led by Lead Creative Director Danny DelPurgatorio, Creative Director Brandon Oldenburg and Producer Jennifer Brannon set out to create an opening for Magorium that reached beyond normal title work in its creative depth while still setting the tone of the film and staying true to its magical, whimsical feel. 

“Magorium deals in the fantastic, and it was important to the creative team that we achieve something really special to bring the audience into that world, which meant not limiting ourselves to one specific technology or technique,” notes DelPurgatorio. “Using several varieties of animation gave the work a great texture, and really brought it to life.”

Working predominately in After Effects, with 3D components in Maya and additional hand-drawn elements, Reel FX crafted a one-of-a-kind opening sequence with a decidedly retro feel, evocative of the toy packaging of days-gone-by and other Magorium imagery, but with a modern approach.

 It also introduces the audience to a story within a story, foreshadowing key pieces of the plot with subtle detail, while never breaking from the tone of the film. Chapter headers and closing credits mirror the look and feel of the opening title sequence, bringing the audience full circle. 

“The Magorium project for Walden fully illustrates how our team is set up to deliver highly creative and innovative work,” said Chuck Peil, VP Business Development for Reel FX Entertainment.  “It was an absolutely blank canvas which meant we were afforded a full measure of creative latitude to explore without boundaries.
